Dogs:

Lower Park. Dogs may be off leash from 5:30 AM
until 8:30 AM and must remain under voice control.
Dogs must be on leash at all other times.

Upper Park. Dogs may be off leash on the north side
of Upper Park Road and must remain under voice
control. Dogs must be on leash in all areas on and
south of Upper Park Road.

Dogs are prohibited from harassing or harming
wildlife or people.

Swimming Areas: Dogs are not allowed in Sycamore
Pool, on the pool deck, or the surrounding grass
area in Lower Park. Dogs are also not allowed in any
other named swimming hole in Bidwell Park.

Fishing:

Fishing is subject to current CA Fish & Wildlife Code.
Fishing is prohibited from any bridge over Big Chico
Creek or the bank of any swimming pool or named
swimming area in Bidwell Park.

Horseshoe Lake is catch & release for ages 14 and
over. Under 14 is catch and keep. Persons over 14
must have a valid fishing license.
