How to start Dave’s Redistricting
Step 1: Go to the page 
https://davesredistricting.org

Step 2: Create an account by 
clicking Sign Up. You will need 
to fill out your email and create 
a password.

How to Begin

After you log in, click link 
on city’s website to bring 
up a copy of a blank 
map. 
You will start In ”View 
only” mode. Click the 
paintbrush next to ”View 
Only” button to create 
an editable version. 



How to Begin

The Overlays option allows you 
to view streets and add labels. 
Click on the boxes to add in 
items you would like to view.

The primary datasets to use are Total 
Pop (Adj) 2020 and Citizen VAP 2019. 
These are the two main metrics used to 
make sure a map is legally compliant. 



Dave’s Redistricting Details

Use + or – to 
zoom in or 
out. 

Use the ”hand” to move the screen 
around, the “paint brush” to color in 
block groups or blocks with your 
preferred district.

Use eraser to 
undo any 
assignments.

Click on the circle to 
choose which district 
you would like to draw. 
Remember all district 
must be contiguous. 

Click “District Details” 
to get a running total 
on the district you are 
drawing. 

Precinct details gives you 
population details of the 
precinct(block group) or 
block you are currently 
drawing. 



Dave’s Redistricting Details

This is how the map should 
look as you progress with 
creating a map.



Dave’s Redistricting Details

You can select “Block” level if you wish 
to split precincts/block groups. This 
allows you to draw a district at a more 
detailed level. When you click on a 
specific precinct, it will split up into 
blocks that you can color in individually.



Dave’s Redistricting Details

Completed map should look like 
this. This is just a demonstration 
map only.

When you complete a 
district, lock it if you do not 
wish to make anymore 
changes. You can unlock it if 
you wish to make changes. 

Click tools to check 
compliance. It will check 
to make sure you have 
not missed a block or 
block group or if the 
districts are contiguous. If 
it does not allow you to 
click on it, it means the 
map is compliant. 



Dave’s Redistricting Details

You can also change 
the Number of 
districts you want
to draw. Follow 
instructions on the 
right.

Click on map 
settings

Change the number to 
whatever amount of 
districts you want.

Click apply to confirm the 
number you choose.



Dave’s Redistricting Details

Be sure to change the name 
and add a description below 
explaining the map proposal 
you just created.



Submitting Your Map

There are two ways to share your maps. First click on the box so it is 
checked. Then you can either “Share” it directly with the demographer 
and the city or you can publish it. Publishing it will make your map 
public for anyone to view and could also be shared on your Twitter 
handle. 



Sharing Your Map

To share with the city and 
demographer, click share 
and the box to the right 
will pop up.

After the box pops up, click copy. This will 
copy the link to the clip board. Paste it in 
the body of an email and send to Re-
DistrictingEmails@chicoca.gov

Publishing Your Map

Check your name and description 
and add in a Twitter handle if you 
wish. This will alert you if others 
discuss your plan. Click Publish once 
you are ready.

Note: You must email with the map 
name you just published so we know 
to look for it on Dave’s Redistricting.
